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The New Curriculum specifies that the children need to have rapid recall of multiplication and division facts for the 2x, 3x, 4x, 5x, 8x and 10x table by the end of Year 3.
To help the children to learn these facts so that they become rapid for them to recall, please practise the facts with them at home. Please make this a ‘fun’ time rather than the children getting anxious about learning them. I would suggest them learning a few at a time, and linking the multiplication and division facts together.
For example:
Children learning that 6x2=12 so 12÷2=6
On the reverse are a few suggested websites and Apps which may help support your child with learning these facts. 
The children will have a 2 minute snappy maths challenge each Monday, where they will demonstrate how many of the facts they can recall in 2 minutes. When we feel that the children are rapidly recalling their facts, we will move them on to the next times table. 
I always stress to the children that everyone learns at their own speed, and to reward the children’s successes, I encourage them to see this as a personal challenge with them focusing on competing against their previous weeks score.
